1. Disconnect the negative battery cable.

Remove the factory beauty cover by lifting up on the front, and then pull-
ing the cover towards the front of the vehicle. It is only held in place by
grommets.

3. Separate the factory intake tube from the plastic clamp barb that secures
the radiator hose to the tube. A firm downward push will usually do it.

5. Slide the factory intake tube off of the MAF sensor, rotate it up so that
it disengages from the mounting grommet on the intake manifold, and then
slide it forward off of the throttle body and remove it from the vehicle.

4. Loosen two hose clamps on the factory intake tube. One at the throt-
tle body end, and the other at the Mass Air Flow sensor (MAF) end.
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6. Install the urethane coupler on the throttle body end of the Modular
Intake Tube with two #64 hose clamps. Install the urethane hump hose
on the other end of the MIT with the remaining two #64 hose clamps.
Leave all clamps loose for now. Install the 3/8” barbed fitting into the
MIT, and slide the 3/8” breather hose over the barbed fitting as shown.
