wrench.

Step 1: Release the two clamps @ that secure the factory upper housing.

Step 2: Lift the factory air filter from the factory lower housing and remove.

Step 3: Clean any dirt and debris from the factory air filter housing to make sure no dirt enters the engine.

Step 4: Install the aFe POWER OER air filter. Be careful when installing not to crimp the edges of the aFe
POWER air filter between the factory upper and lower housing. This could cause air filter damage and
allow unfiltered air to enter the engine if not properly seated.

Step 5: Replace the factory upper housing by engaging the two clamps @ to secure the factory upper

housing to the factory lower housing.

Step 6: Locate the two factory clamps @ on the factory intake tube. Using a 7mm nut driver, loosen the
clamps at the housing @ and at the turbo inlet @

Step 7: Disconnect the vent fitting @ on the back of the intake tube.
Step 8: Using a pair of pliers (or a spring clamp tool), remove the spring clamp @ from the 1.00” diameter

rubber hose. Keep the spring clamp on the rubber hose because it will be reused in a later step.

Step 9: Remove the factory intake tube from the vehicle.

Step 10: Install large vent tube fitting @ into the location shown on the aFe POWER intake tube and

tighten them using an adjustable wrench.
*NOTE: Exposed threads shown are normal. This is an NPT thread.

Step 11: Install the silicone wrapped coupling @ onto the aFe POWER intake tube in the location shown
and snug (but do not tighten) the (TB337SS) clamp using the 11mm deep socket and driver.

Step 12: Install the silicone bellows coupling @ onto the aFe POWER intake tube in the location shown
and snug (but do not tighten) the (TB412SS) clamp using the 11mm deep socket and driver.

Step 13: Slip the clamp (TB412SS) onto the silicone bellows coupling and clamp (#044) onto the
silicone wrapped coupling @

Step 14: Install the aFe POWER intake tube by slipping the silicone bellows coupling onto the factory
housing and snug (but do not tighten) the (TB412SS) clamp using the 11mm deep socket and driver.

Step 15: Slip the silicone wrapped coupling onto the turbo inlet and snug (but do not tighten) the (#044)

clamp using the 8mm nut driver.

Step 16: Connect the large vent tube fitting @ to the aFe POWER intake tube.
Step 17: Reconnect the 1.00” diameter rubber hose to the aFe POWER intake tube and secure it with the

factory spring clamp from step 8. Make sure all fittings and hoses are fully seated and will not disconnect.

Step 18: Align the aFe POWER intake tube and couplings, then tighten the clamps. Your install is now

complete!
