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Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-3 

Step 1: With an 8mm nut driver, loosen the two clamps   1   on the factory intake tube. 

Step 2: Use a flathead screwdriver to remove the two clips   2   holding the stock air scoop onto the vehicle 

and set aside for later use. Remove the scoop by pulling it directly upwards. 

Step 3: Using a 10mm socket and ratcheting wrench, remove the M6 nut   3   holding the factory housing to 

the metal fender bracket and set aside for later use.

Step 4: Locate the MAF sensor   4  . Disconnect the harness from the sensor and use a panel clip removal 

tool to remove the harness clip   5   from the factory housing. 

Step 5: Unclip the two tabs   6   on the top of the factory housing.  

Step 6: Remove factory intake tube from the vehicle. 

Step 7: Unclip the vacuum line   7   and then remove the back half of the factory housing from the vehicle.

Step 8: Using a 10mm nut driver, remove the M6 screw   8   securing the airbox and set aside for later use. 

Step 9: Remove the front of the factory housing   9   from the vehicle.

Step 10: Remove the grommet and metal sleeve  10  from the factory housing and transfer both over to the 

Takeda housing.

Step 11: Using a 10mm nut driver, remove the M6 nut  11  attaching the damping mount  12  to the factory 

housing. 

Step 12: Transfer the M6 nut  11  and the damping mount  12  to the Takeda housing. 

 

 

 

 

 At this time, use the provided silicone plug to close the additional air inlet if desired. 

Best performance gain is obtained by having more air flow (no plug).

Step 13: Install the Takeda housing into the vehicle and secure using the M6 screw  13  removed in Step 7 

as well as the M6 nut  14  removed in Step 3.

Step 14: Using a T20 torx driver, remove the 2 screws  15  holding the MAF into the factory housing. 

Step 15: Install the MAF into the Takeda intake tube using the 2 supplied M4 screws  16 .

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Refer to Figure H for Steps 16-18 

Step 16: FOR 2019+ MODELS ONLY: Install the MAF harness extension  17  and route along frame as 

shown. 

Step 17: Install the aFe Power air filter  18  into the Takeda housing, removing the clamp for later use. 

Step 18: Slip the supplied #044 clamp  19  and coupling  20  over the turbo inlet tube and tighten the clamp 

using an 8mm nut driver.

Step 19: Install the other #044 clamp  21  over the smaller end of the Takeda intake tube  22 . Now install 

the Takeda intake tube into the vehicle, slip the larger end of the tube into the filter and smaller end of 

the tube into the coupling. Tighten the #044 clamp using an 8mm nut driver.

Step 20: Install the supplied filter clamp  23  onto the air filter and tighten using an 8mm nut driver 

Step 21: Re-connect the MAF sensor  24 , ensure the harness clips connect properly.
