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REMOVAL

Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-2
Step 1: Using a pair of pliers, disconnect the sound hose@from the intake tube. Disconnect the MAF

sensor@and the breather hose@from the intake tube .
Step 2: Use an 8mm nut driver to loosen the stock clamps@at the throttle body and the airbox.

Remove the stock intake tube.

Step 3: Remove the air hose from the captive clamp@and move it to the side.

Step 4: Remove the airbox by pulling up to release airbox from its mounting grommets@. Make sure
the mounting grommets@are still in the chassis mounting tabs. If they pulled out and are
stuck in the lower half of the airbox, remove them from the airbox and insert them back on the
chassis mounting tabs.

Step 5: Install the supplied silicone coupling@with one of the supplied T-bolt cIamps. Tighten the
clamp at the throttle body.
Step 6: Place the other T-bolt clamp on the coupling, but do not tighten at this time.

Step 7: Using a flat blade screwdriver, loosen the clamp@at the sound chamber and remove the hose.
Plug the chamber with the supplied cap .

Step 8: Install the trim seal @ onto the aFe housing, then install the housing assembly into the vehicle

by pushing down the housing pins into the rubber grommets. Make sure the pins are completely
through the mounting grommets.

Step 9: Using a Torx 20 driver remove the mass air flow sensor @from the upper half of the airbox

and set it aside.

Step 10: Install the supplied aluminum vent ﬁtting@ into the aFe intake tube using a 20mm wrench or

adjustable wrench.
Step 11: Install the mass air flow sensor on the aFe intake tube using the two supplied M4 screws.

Step 12: Install the aFe intake tube into the round opening in the housing and then into the bellows coupling.

Step 13: Insert the M6 screws@through the lock washers then through the flat washers. Secure the intake tube to
the housing with the screws.

Step 14: Tighten the T-bolt clamp at the coupling.
